Pastor’s Column

We find ourselves in the midst of the most Holy Week of our Christian faith.
Holy week offers us opportunities and challenges for our journey.

We are invited to walk with Jesus “who set His face resolutely toward
Jerusalem.” Will we be willing to follow the path Jesus walked from Palm
Sunday to Easter and become active participants ourselves in the great
drama of God'’s story of redeeming the world with love.

The whole of our human experience is demonstrated for us during Holy Week
beginning with the celebration of the Palm Sunday parade, to the
vulnerability displayed in the washing of feet and the simple sharing of love
in the bread and cup of Maundy Thursday, to the tears and fears expressed
in the Garden of Gethsemane, to the betrayal, suffering and anguish of death
on Good Friday and, finally, to the incomprehensible wonder and joy of an
empty tomb pointing to a love that conquers even death on Easter morning.

In the drama of Holy Week, we are carried by the Grace of God from death
to life, from despair to hope, from fear to courage and joy.

We miss a tremendous opportunity in our faith journey when we avoid and
detour around certain stops during Holy Week and rush straight towards the
joyous, celebratory events of Easter. When we go straight to Easter and
refuse to enter into the suffering and death of Jesus we run the risk of
trivializing it all. We run the risk of missing the presence of the God who
enters into the very depth of our own suffering. We risk missing the presence
of a God whose heart is most clearly revealed in a bleeding, dying figure on a
cross saying, "I thirst.” It is very difficult to appreciate the mystery and the
power of the Resurrection if we do not allow ourselves the experience of
death.

I love these words of Henri Nouwen:

“It’s not appropriate to say that ‘everything will be all right.” Everything’s
not all right. Not at all. To avoid or trivialize suffering and death is to
trivialize life.

We are afraid of a lot of things. Most of all we are afraid of death. But
when we reach beyond our fears to the One who love us with a love that
was there before we were born, and will be there after we die, then
nothing will be able to take away our freedom. We do not know and

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cannot know what the future holds. But we do know who holds the future.
We know who waits for us. We know whose love will never let us go.”

I invite and encourage you to be present for all the services of Holy Week and
enter into the whole drama of the story.

The Sunday morning classes of Godly Play, Treasure Quest and the Fourth and Fifth grade mentor class
will all be working with the events of Holy Week for the month of March in preparation for Easter.

The Easter Story is the most important story of the Christian faith. It is through the mystery of this story
that we glimpse the true power and majesty of God. It is out of the profound sense of loss that we gain
our greatest hope. The four gospel accounts give us a window to Jesus’ last days. We are transported
through time and invited to enter into the story, to place ourselves with the disciples as the events of
Holy Week unfold.

The Fourth and Fifth graders have presented a puppet show and introduced a board game focused on the
Holy week in Treasure Quest. The Treasure Quest classes will continue to meet together during March to
further explore, by hearing Peter’s story, following Jesus’ example of service through foot washing, and
recreating the events of Palm Sunday.

Godly Play is offered first service for pre-school children ages 3 to 5 and second service for students
from pre-school to fifth grade. Godly Play uses a hands-on Montessori based approach to the stories of
our faith.

Treasure Quest (9 a.m., K-3 grade)

Treasure Quest is a based on a workshop rotation model. Students explore a different theme each
month using different types of active learning opportunities. Workshop leaders present to different age
groups each week. Shepherds accompany a specific age group to the different workshops.
