Dr. Seuss
of course, is my all-time favorite theologian.

"“On Beyond Zebra” deals with the dilemma that
occurs when you feel trapped and feel life is
confined within the limits of the 26 letters of the

alphabet. Do you dare to believe there is more?

Here’s how it begins:
Said Conrad Cornelius O’'Donnell O'Dell
My very young friend who was learning to spell
The A is for Ape, the B is for Bear
The C is for Camel, the H is for Hare,
On to Z is for Zebra, I know them all well,
Said Conrad Cornelius O’'Donnell O'Dell.

From beginning to end, from the start to the close
For Z is as far as the alphabet goes.

Then he almost fell flat on his face on the floor
When I took up the chalk and drew one letter more.

A letter he’s never dreamed of before.

In the places I go, and the things that I see,

I could never survive if I stopped with Z.

So on beyond Zebra - it’s high time you were shown
That you really don’t know ALL there is to be known.

The promise of Easter . . . perhaps we really don’t know ALL there is to be
known. What we thought was the end proved to be just the beginning. When
all seemed lost, hopeless, finished, God was picking up the chalk and
drawing one letter more . . . a letter we’d never dreamed of before.

When all things seemed to be the bleakest, when everything seemed
hopeless, when others had given up, God was at work turning death into life,
despair into hope, darkness into light. That's what God does! That’s what
God does for a living! God works the graveyard shift. That’s the good news
we celebrated at Easter. We may not always see it and the evidence around
us may suggest otherwise, but God is present and on the job and will never
quit and will never give up until the morning comes and the stone is rolled
away . . . until death turns to life! God does God’s best work in the dark - it's
what God does for a living. Resurrection is God’s habit. Against the very
worst life can do is the best God can do.

Session Highlights

At its March 16 meeting, Session:

- Set the date of the next new member class to be Sunday, April 25, 12
noon to 2 p.m. A light lunch will be served.

- Heard an update on The Trailhead from Bob Pearson and Zach Hancock,
the organizing pastor of The Trailhead.

- Volunteered for committee assignments for the upcoming FPC Bend host-
ing of the Presbytery of the Cascades meeting on June 25-26. Members of
the congregation will be invited to help with the hosting of this event.

- Asked the Nominating Committee to nominate four new members for the
Associate Pastor Nominating Committee. The three continuing members of
that committee are Dick Swinnerton, Bill Padgham, and Gretchen Williver.
It is hoped that the new Associate Pastor for Spiritual Formation, Mission,
and Congregational Life will arrive during the first quarter of 2011.

- Continued a discussion of Mission Ministry that was begun at the February
20 Session retreat.

- Received a financial update from Boyd Levet, church administrator. Both
year-to-date income and expenses are at 15 percent of the 2010 budget
(as compared to 16.6 percent if they were on a straight-line tracking), and
cash reserves are at a good level.

- Approved the serving of communion on Sunday, April 11, instead of Easter
Sunday, April 4.

- Received a report from Teddie Allison, chair of the Nominating Committee,
on the names of the nominees for the positions of elders and deacons in
the class of 2013. A cover letter and bios of the nominees will be mailed
to church members on April 2.

- Approved the holding of a congregational meeting between services on
Sunday, April 11, for the purpose of electing elders and deacons to the
class of 2013.

- Approved on recommendation from the Mission Ministry Team a fundraiser
to be held on Sundays, May 2 and 9, to introduce the opportunity for
members of the congregation to sponsor a child through World Vision.
Maggie Hanson is in charge of that project. Child sponsorship involves
both a financial commitment of about $40 per month and a communication
commitment with the sponsored child/family.

- Heard a report from Elders LeBron Hardie and Chuck Piersee on the March
12-13 meeting of the Presbytery of the Cascades. Zach Hancock was ex-
amined for ordination at that meeting. Rev. Catherine R. Quackenbush
was elected as the new stated clerk of the Presbytery of the Cascades.

- Heard a report from Elder Sarah Holtzclaw, who is employed by Partners to
End Poverty, that the June meeting of Ecumenical Ministries of Oregon will
take on the issue of child and family homelessness. EMO will be offering
training in May for working with this problem in Central Oregon.

A copy of the March 16 Session minutes and the February financial state-

ments are on file in the Session notebook in the Library. The next Session
meeting will be a held on Tuesday, April 20, at 6 p.m. in the church library.

Children are vulnerable and, as in so many other areas of their lives, adults
must take the lead for safety. The training is an invaluable overview in the
areas of education, prevention, learning to talk more openly about the
subject of sexual abuse, and empowerment for adults. Be one adult who can
help keep as many as 10 children safe because of what you know!! Many in
our congregation have already taken this training and have found it
incredibly helpful. Listen to what our own member, Sarah Holtzclaw, has to
say:

“Child abuse affects not just the children but our community as a

whole. Children who are abused have a greater propensity to fair poorly as
adults. It is only through prevention that the cycle can be broken. It is our
responsibility as community members to understand the problem and to be
an active participant in solving the problem of child abuse and child sexual
abuse. If not for the child it affects, to create a thriving Central Oregon.”

April is Child Abuse Awareness month here in Central Oregon. Joining others
in the community, First Presbyterian Church will emphasize the Blue Ribbon
Campaign on Sunday, April 25. Everyone is encouraged to wear a blue
ribbon to help raise awareness and to show support for child abuse
prevention. Perhaps make wearing a blue ribbon your reminder to register
for a Darkness to Light sexual abuse training session!
