The 

committee and I are striving to arrive at final candidates by the end of 

spring.  All of you will be kept fully informed of our efforts.  Know that we 

remain firmly committed to providing musical excellence as we search for a 

new director.   But for now, please join with me in expressing your personal 

appreciation to Clyde for all his gifts and his devotion to musical excellence in 

our midst.

Note from The Green Team 
The weekly dinner in the Commons after the Sunday 5:01 service has been 

using biodegradable plateware for many months.  These plates and bowls are 

made of waste sugar cane fiber and other vegetable waste matter.  Here ate 

FPC we gather up each waste plate and bowl after the meal and collect them 

for pick up by Jim Fields, owner of Fields Farm.  Jim completely composts the 

plates on his farm, where the material easily turns back into top soil.  Soon, 

your Green Team will be also collecting the paper coffee cups, which are also 

compostable.  Watch for signs where to place your used cups.

ñAfter sending most of our team back home, Eddy and I continued to travel 

the back roads trying to get to the more remote villages to offer healthcare in 

areas that had yet to receive outside aid. Doing spontaneous makeshift clinics 

in mosques, tents, or just out of our truck, we treated almost 100 patients a 

day. In all the villages, we saw anywhere from 70-90% of all homes de-

stroyed. Fortunately, the earthquake came on more slowly in the mountains, 

so most people had time to evacuate their homes. We didnôt see nearly the 

loss of life as what was experienced in Padang itself, where the earthquake 

came on quickly and took the city by surprise. Once our medical supplies were 

used up, we headed back to Padang to meet with other relief groups and help 

with translating for some of the many teams from around the world who came 

to help.ò
