PASTOR’S COLUMN 
 

Great News! The official opening day for Common 

Table is Thursday, September 30. 

It is hard to believe that what began as a dream to be a 

grace-filled presence in the city reaching many who 

will never darken the door of a church, has become a 

reality. 

As we have listened and followed God’s Spirit, this 

journey has taken many twists and turns and we have 

learned so much along the way. The dream has 

become a reality as Common Table opens its doors 

next week. 

It has been so exciting to see wonderful partnerships 

formed between Common Table, First Presbyterian, 

Nativity Lutheran and Trinity Episcopal. It has been 

amazing to see so many people across our community 

volunteering and becoming involved in Common 

Table. There are so many stories that have emerged 

that speak to how Common Table is bringing people 

of diverse backgrounds together to share in this 

common cause to feed all people in an environment of 

welcome and hospitality. Imagine a place where the 

privileged and underprivileged, the young and the old, 

stranger and friend, religious folks and nonreligious 

folks, those who can pay and those who can’t pay can 

gather and enjoy good food of the highest quality. In 

the center of the restaurant is a 20 foot long, four inch 

thick, 30 inches wide, beautiful piece of art that is the 

common table. One person who saw the table said, ―It 

is too beautiful to let anyone actually eat on it,‖ but 

yes we will be eating on it. It is there to remind us of 

the spirit of love and hospitality that welcomes all, 

breaks down all barriers, and gathers us as one. 

I shared the story of Common Table with the person 

who cuts my hair. I talked about how people from 

different backgrounds have come together sharing this 

common purpose. I talked about that being a not-for-

All profits for Common 

Table will be directed in feeding the hungry locally and 

globally. I talked about how you can buy tokens for $10 

that serve as gift certificates you can give away to people 

on the street, to friends, neighbors, co-workers, family 

members, and people can use those tokens at Common 

Table to receive a fantastic meal. I talked about the events 

that will be happening in the evenings whether it be 

music, a film, or discussions where a sense of community 

will happen. The person who cut my hair who has no 

affiliation with any church became so excited about 

Common Table that she immediately wrote me a check 

donating $500. I couldn’t believe it! This gave me goose 

bumps as I witnessed the Spirit of God moving in our 

midst. There are dozens of stories just like t hat one 

telling a larger story of what happens when you dare to 

risk and step out in faith following the Spirit’s lead in 

being about radical grace and hospitality and following 

Jesus’ command to feed the hungry and love as he loved. 

Common Table officially opens to serve food on 

Thursday, September 30 but this journey has just begun 

and needs your help.

Todd is 

not bedridden and is now padding around the house 

and able to fix his own food needs. 

Lisa, his wife, must return to work, and the children 

will be in school.  This is where our church family 

needs to step in to help.  Lisa said Todd needs ―Todd 

Sitters.‖  At this time the family is not in need of 

food, but Lisa and the children need to know Todd is 

well cared for as they return to work and school.  

Once the medical community and Todd’s family is 

confident the defibrillator is doing its job, our help 

will no longer be needed. 

Would you be willing to consider staying with Todd 

for two or three hours during the course of a day?  

You can take a book, work on your craft, watch TV 

or visit with Todd, who happens to be a most 

entertaining fellow!   If Todd experiences any 

problems that need medical attention, you would 

need to call 911.  There will also be a need to help 

take Todd to doctor’s appointments and perhaps 

provide transportation for him to his office as he tries 

to resume work part-time in Bend. If you are willing 

to help in any of these areas, please contact me or 

Jane Wilson at the church to put your name on a call 

list.  If you know there are certain days of the week 

that will NOT work for you, please indicate that 

when you call.

The purpose of our ministry with children at First Presbyterian is to love them and to nurture their love of

Godly Play: A time of quiet, A time of wonder, A time of blessing. 

A Godly Play classroom begins with a time of preparation to help children get ready to enter into the worship 

space.  This is one of the most powerful elements of the curriculum.  As the children enter the classroom, they 

are asked, ―Are you ready?‖  We can’t make them be ready, but we can help them know what it means to be 

ready.  They are entering a special space, a space that requires their full attention. 

Next, children join a circle to hear a story told using beautiful wooden figures.  The children are encouraged to 

wonder about the story, led by questions such as ―I wonder which part of the story you liked best?‖ and ―I 

wonder what part of this story is the most important?‖  This ritual invites the children to freely engage in the 

curiosity of Scripture.  It acknowledges that even at a young age, children can (and do!) participate in exploring 

the meaning of Scripture – and their perspective often offers new insights to adults. 

After closing the wondering time, children are invited to respond to the story with art materials or by working 

with the wooden story pieces.  This gives the children a time to process the story in a way that allows them to 

make the stories their own.  Finally, the children come back to the circle for a time of prayer, and they leave 

with a blessing. 

Godly Play teachers find working in this space with these materials to be meaningful for their own spiritual 

fulfillment.  The wonder of the children, the beauty of the materials, and the grace of the words is a blessing in 

their lives.  If you are intrigued, if you wonder, if you love to tell the story, and if you love children, there may 

be a call for you in the Godly Play classroom.  Godly Play is offered at First Presbyterian during both worship 

services:  at 9 a.m. for 3 and 4 year olds and at 10:45 a.m. for preschool to fifth grade students.  Contact Janet 

Pearson, Director of Children and Family Ministry, for more information.
